SISTERS -- As workers pour concrete on a roadway in front
of Blake Weber's new house, a red single-engine plane banks
overhead, drops and lands with a skip on a runway a couple of
hundred feet away.

The plane and pilot then taxi onto a nearby street - passing
homes and garbage cans on the curb - and disappear into an
oversized garage.

Welcome to life in a residential airpark.

Weber, a developer, pilot and bookseller, is behind a new sub-
division next to the Sisters Eagle Air Airport. Residents will
have not only vistas of the Three Sisters, but also direct access
to a 3,500-foot paved runway.

Hawksflight Airpark, as the 27-acre development is called, is
the newest of nearly two dozen fly-in communities in Oregon
and more than 500 across the country.

"I can't wait to sit and watch the airplanes," said Weber,
who keeps his polished aluminum Cessna 170 in a hangar
on the lot he claimed for himself.

Fly-in communities have been a part of the American land-
scape for decades (the first was built in Carmel, Calif., in
1941), and their rise generally mirrors that of general avia-
tion, which exploded after World War II as small, relatively
affordable planes became available to the public.

Most of the developments are on private airstrips, which are
marketed in much the same way as a common amenity such
as a golf course might be.

"Take away the golf course and put a runway out there, and
you have the same thing," said Dave Sclair, creator of
www.livingwithyourplane.com, a national directory of air-
parks.

His site lists 23 airparks spread across Oregon, from Karpen
Airport Estates in Svensen, Clatsop County, to Beagle Sky
Ranch in White City. Most have between five and a few
dozen homes.
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
